Vienna is the most pathetic city in  
Europe. Once .the capital of the  
Atuetro-Hungarian Emipire with a, 

population of  67,000,000, i t  is now 
t h e  capital of a country with a 
populition of  only 6,100,000. I t  is 

z case of the head -being too big 
fo r  the  body. The people, and .they 
a re  a charming a n d  lovable people, 
a r e  dying of slow starvati-on. I n  
my opinion .the Austrian situation 
and all the  European trouble is 
largely d u e  to  the hostile attitude 
of Woodrow Wil'son #toward a 
strong Catholic H'apsburg Enl-pire 
in Central Europe. Wil'aou, Clem- 
enceau, and Lloyd George were re- 
sponsible for cutting up 'the old 
Austro-Hmunga.rian Empire. 

"Well, from Austria I travelled 
through ~'zechoslovakia and t h e  
now famous Sudoten area to  
Prague, and from there I proceeded 

through northern Germany to 001- 
ogne where I spent 'three months 
because I wanted 'to 'be near the 
University of Bonn.

Now, labor takes the 
hand held out to it. Too 'often i't 
is the hand of Communism. Many 
Catholic youths turn from their 
religion. They do not know", h e  
smiled, "that the  Church is nu t  for  
about one-half of wha't the Com- 
munists are. 

'Communism", Father  Dudley 
made clear, "is compulsory s ta te  
ownership of the  means of produc- 
tion 'and distribation, of public and 
if private property. I t  is wrong 
because it contradicts man's nat- 
ural right to .own property, and 
because it  robs him of hi's freedom. 
And freedom in Russia af ter  twen- 
ty years of mCommunism is inces- 
san t  perjury on unsuspecting Rns- 
sians through terrorism and force. 
Russia admits the death of two 
million workers and peasants, wi-tih 
ten millions in exile and eight mil- 
lions starved to death. Ninefy- 
seven percent of the Russians a re  
human ~slmes.  

"Communism in Russia ine7i.t- 
ably means godlessness 'because it  
is based on dialectic materialism, 
and as religion interferes with ef- 
ficiency of man, all religion is op- 
posed."

Father Lord Proposes 
In Talk New Society 

T h e  S. P. U. E., a new organiza- 

tion, was proposed by Rev. Daniel 

A.  Lord, S.J. ,  in his latest address 

to the  students of Webster Col- 
lege. Father  Lord, whose presence 
on the  speaker's platform assures 
splendid attendance a t  an assemb- 
l'y, spoke a t  the  regular meeting of 
the Sodality on Friday. Octo,bey 14, 
a t  1:30 p. 111. 

Fat.her Lord explained tha t  the 

full  name of the  society, in which 
he wanted a charter membership, 
would 'be t h e  Society for the Pro- 
n o t i o n  of Useless Education. Such 
a movement, he  believes, would 
curb t h e  modern trend toward 
practical education, or rather ,  
training. The "useless education", 
that  is, ,the true liberal ar ts  course, 
concentrates not on merely mak- 
ing a living, but on building up a 
life. 

C,harm, according to Father  
Lord. is,one of the first attributes 
.that "useless education" develop- 
ow.  Charm consists in being able 
'to get a long agreeably with others, 
and certainly there is no better 
proving wound for social relation- 

.company, a prospect which will 

oi'lea be put 'belore us. 

T h e  chief factor in cultivating 

this ability to live with one's self 

is .the acquiring of mental attitudes 
.the stimulating of mental curios- 
. This is the chief reason why 
we are now spending "four more 
,yeax  ' i n  the wrong side of the  
,desk." A s  illustrati-on, Father  
Lord cited two examples of how a 
girl may go into a required course: 
she may plan merely t o  "get 'by" in 
order to get credit, o r  she may 
deiemiine 'tha't, since the work is 
required of her, s h e  is going t o  
get .the most .possible ou't Â¥o it. If  
she learns to adopt the  le t ter  a.t- 
titnde, she is establishing a life- 
long interest in the subject; she is 
opening a new field for mental 
g1'0w.th .that will give-her the  pleas- 
ure of more and m'ore exploration 
in the years to come. Hence the 
usefulness of a "mseiass educa- 
TLion".

When announcement was made 

by Harny H. McClain t ha t  the  be- 
loved Cradle Song would 'be pre- 
sented for t h e  ,third time a t  Web- 
ster ,  shou,ts 'of exultation arose 
from all corners 'of the school. But 
for  .the 'benefit of those who are 
perhapsiwondering why this Play 
will be given for t h e  third time at  
Â¥th Webster College Li'ttle The- 
atre ,  'this is what Mr. McClain 
had -to say on 'the subject:

Pius XI1 can protest every instance of aggrandizement, greed and 

excessive nationalism. Careless of personal praise h e  will go into 

exile rather than permit steps taken by dictators against the rights 

of man to go unprotested. 

The Sovereign Pontiff will go the whole way i n  denouncing the 

monstrous wrongs of materialistic states. Will other national lead- 

ers do the same? You hear praise of Chamberlain's stand, but will 

you hear Britain pledge unqualified aid to a n  oppressed nation? No ! 
Her colonies might find the weakest link and sever it. Do you find 

France doing much else besides strengthening the 'Maginot line? 

And Roosevelt. What of him? France .and England thank him 

fo r  moral support, moral support which consists of congressional 

grants of billions of dollars for rearmament. What  would happen to  

American commerce if Roosevelt, at  a time when A'merica was in 

immediate danger, took a firm stand against the encroachments upon 

national and international ethics? Small danger that he will take 

the stand. 

Obviously none of these will do. The one man that the world can 

look to in peacetime and in  war  is the father of Christendom, Pius 

XI I .  No one can predict what problems Pius in his reign will be 

called upon to face. but we can expect the Holy Father, with his 

years of diplomatic experience, to solve them surely and capably.

Messages of condolence came from every section of these 
United States and from abroad. F r o m  eve17 walk of l ife:  from 
Franklin D .  Roosevelt, President of the United States to Tom 
'Mooney, recently released from his California prison. F rom the  

President because of the  many public services rendered the country 

by Mr. Walsh at the request and appointment of the President. F rom 

'Mooney, because of the fight Mr.  Walsh had made to obtain 

Mooney's freedom from what he knew to be a n  unjust imprison- 
ment. Mr. Walsh had fought untiringly and without remuneration. 

And we students at Webster have our own reasons for mourning 
the death of this illustrious Catholic and prominent citizen. He was 
the  Father of our  Dean of Women. Sister Francis Marie. H e  was
