The Russian Exhibit at the City Art
Museum includes 100 canvasocs. The sub-
Jects are not peculiarly Russian but re-
presentations of the usual landscapes,
figures, still life paintings and alle-
gorical themes. The treatment is foreign
but i1s based on inviolabe principles of
sound technique. Kandinsky's futuristic
cubism and tactilism havo proved merely
amusing innovations.

Lacking vision, Chekov called the
Russians "dull, gray pesople'". Instead
they are intenscly thrilled ®ith the mess-
age of life. Bialinitski, Hausch, and
Krymov have given exprossion to deaply
poetic themes. Their paintings "January
Night", "Gray Evening, Petrograd" and
"Morning Landscape" are thrce of the most
emotionally responsive themes on ex-
hibition.

"In the Middle of the Road" by Sir
Philip Gibbs is to bg recommended, not as
fiction, but as an account of prescent-
day political conditions. "Bortram
Pollard is the son of a consarvative of
the dis hard type whose childron have all
robelled against his views. Bertram is
married to the pleasure loving, bobbed-
haired Joyce, daughter of the Earl of
Ottery and though he loves her, he has
no sympathy with her ideas or fricnds.
Joyce leaves him when he refufes to join
the strike breaskers, and he then starts
out on a Jjournalistic tour which serves
as the occasion for vivid picturss of the
cconomic and social questions w@hich have
formented Burone sincs the war."

"Rain", the supreme dramatic triumph
of the 1922-1923 New York season, is not
to be considercd as a pleasant play. On
the contrary, certain deveclopments are
distinctly unpleasant. But the experts
call it "big" drama. Burns Mantle says
"It cuts deep into the life from which it

is sliced, as "Anna Christie™ did, and it
is equally true to itself."
